In order to preserve the scale, the map should be 

printed in colour onto A3 paper. 

When printing, select ‘Actual size’. 

Do not select ‘Fit’ as this will re-size the map. 

You may need to change the paper size to A3. 

Ensure the orientation is Portrait.

State forest boundary. Boundary of nature park, of outer protected zone

Isolated tower, keep. Entrance to underground excavation. Cave dwelling. Ruins

Oil storage tank. Chimney. Wind pump. Pylon

Megalithic monument : dolmen, menhir. Viewpoint. Campsite

Town hall. Covered market, glasshouse. Fort

Sports ground. Tennis. Refuge. Ski jump

Bridge. Footbridge. Ford. Ferry

Perennial body of water. Area liable to flooding. Marsh or swamp
