Listen to the
talk and complete the details below. Write one or two words, or a number, in each gap.

M: student, eighteen-ish

M: * As you know, every day this week a different student has to give a short talk on a topic related
to the environment. My talk’s about a tree-planting project, which began because of two young
children called Chloe and Daniel Wild. | came across a magazine article about how it started
that said that they’d been watching a TV documentary which made them feel quite unhappy, as it
showed how quickly rainforests are being destroyed in some parts of the world. While their father
was making a meal for them that evening, they told him about it, and asked what they could do.
Without thinking too much, he made a promise, which he hoped would make them feel better. He
told them not to worry, and said that they would do something to replace those trees.

At that time, their father was a senior manager of a company which produces and sells tea, and
he persuaded his company to help him. This was back in 1989, and it was only a few months
afterwards, in early 1990, that the initial tree was planted in Harrogate, the town in the north of
England where the family lived. By 2007, the company had planted more than three million trees.
A few years later, in 2014, the company stated that they would plant another million trees, some
in the UK, but also some in Kenya, which along with China, India and Sri Lanka is one of the main
countries which exports tea to the UK. They were keen to plant more because it was, and still is,
widely recognised that more trees are needed in the environment. That's because trees are good
for our health and happiness; they remove carbon dioxide from the atmosphere, and decrease
the chance of floods occurring when there’s a lot of rain; they also provide food and shelter for all
sorts of animals, birds and insects.

Many of the farms where the company’s tea is grown are on land that was once covered with
beautiful forest. Cutting down the trees created plenty of land for the farms, which have been
very successful. Although the farmers had so much space, it was all taken up with fields of tea
plants, so they didn’t grow any vegetables, or have any wood for heating and cooking. They had
to purchase these, which didn’t make sense. The company talked to the farmers about the types
of tree that would benefit them most, and came up with three main species to plant around their
farms. One of these is a species of oak tree, which grows quickly and doesn’t need too much
water. The farmers now use these trees as shelter from the sun, and to build fences, which are put
up round their land. The other two are avocado trees, which provide plenty of fruit for the farmers
to eat, and macadamia trees, which produce delicious nuts. Both of these can generate income
too, as the farmers can sell what they don’t need.

M: * Next in the programme, I'm going to talk to a student who’s helping to solve the problem of
rubbish in our environment. Helen, thanks for coming in today. I'll start by asking you how you
became aware of this issue.

F: Well, we were told we all had to give a presentation in class at school, and | wasn’t sure what to
do it on. Then on the way home that day, | was listening to the news in my dad’s car — there was a
story about a group of surfers who were cleaning up beaches around the world. | just thought I'd
like to be involved, so | wrote to my cousin about it, as he lives by the seaside in France.

M: Then you actually helped in a beach clean-up, didn’t you?

F: Yes! | went to stay with my cousin and we did it together. Lots of people turned up — children and
adults — my cousin had said that would happen. What was great was knowing that we were doing
something positive and useful. But it made me realise how big the problem of rubbish really is,
and that there’s no obvious solution.

M: Did you enjoy doing the beach clean-up?

F: | did! | spent most of the day working with my cousin, although | know | should’ve taken the
opportunity to speak more French by talking to all the other people there. While we were working,
we played some of our favourite songs which we had on our phones, and that really helped to
pass the time.

M: What sort of rubbish did you find?

F: Oh, all sorts — plastic bags, bottles, bits of glass, rope ... all the stuff you’d expect to find. We’'d
been told that on average each person picks up several hundred pieces during the day. What |
hadn’t realised beforehand was that all these things break down over time and that a lot of what
we picked up would be really tiny. It made me wonder how much more there was that we couldn’t
even see.

M: We now know that there’s a huge problem with plastic in the ocean, isn’'t there?

F: Yes —that's quite clear now. It’s too late to prevent it, but what everyone should be told more about
is the effect it's having on wildlife, and on us too. If we can get clear information on that, I'm sure
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more people will feel like getting involved. So many people are already trying to use less plastic in
their lives, which is a good thing, but there’s more to be done.

M: And now you've decided to arrange a clean-up event yourself, in your own neighbourhood.

F: That's right — we were all encouraged to do this by the person who organised the beach clean-up.
She gave a ‘thank-you’ speech at the end which | think was really important — I'll definitely do that.
She also suggested informing as many people in advance as possible, using a range of media,

which I've been doing. I'm lucky that a company in the town has donated some money to print
posters too.

M: Have you got many volunteers yet?

F: About 30 so far, but we’re hoping to double that. On the form that they fill in, we ask them a bit
about their motivation for taking part. It seems that doing something for the neighbourhood is the
main reason, though some said they just like being in the open air too. | think we’ll still get quite a
few more retired people to help, as they have more time than many of us.

M: And finally, what are your plans for the future?

F: Well, some people have suggested that we should organise regular meetings, to keep people
involved and interested. We could do a range of things to improve the environment, and get
involved in projects in other areas too. I'm thinking about that, but my priority right now is to get a
place at university, and I’'m hoping to study environmental science. | can’t wait!
