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General information about practical exams

Centres must follow the guidance on science practical exams given in the Cambridge Handbook.

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Specific information for this practical exam

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Preparation of materials

yeast suspension
The yeast suspension should be freshly prepared just before the exam.

Put 50 g of fast-acting yeast into a large beaker. Add warm water at approximately 40 °C to make up to
1dm3. Ensure that the yeast suspension is active and producing foam. Skim the foam from the top of
the suspension before pouring into the beakers for candidates.

0.1% methylene blue dye

Dissolve 0.1g of methylene blue [MH, HH, N] in 100 cm? of distilled water. Ensure that one drop of this
solution in a test-tube containing 7cm? of yeast suspension immediately gives a pale blue colour. If
the colour is not pale blue, adjust the concentration of methylene blue accordingly. Do not change the
number of drops used.

oil
Any type of vegetable oil, such as oil used for cooking, will be suitable.

1% glucose solution
Dissolve 10g of glucose in 1dm3 of distilled water.
