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General information about practical exams

Centres must follow the guidance on science practical exams given in the Cambridge Handbook.

Before the exam

e Spare materials and apparatus for the tasks set must be available for candidates, if required.

During the exam

e Where specified, the supervisor must perform the experiments and record the results as instructed.
This must be done out of sight of the candidates, using the same materials and apparatus as the
candidates.

e Any assistance provided to candidates must be recorded in the supervisor’s report.

e |f any materials or apparatus need to be replaced, for example, in the event of breakage or loss,
this must be recorded in the supervisor’s report.

After the exam

e The supervisor must complete a report for each practical session held and each laboratory used.

— the supervisor’s results relevant to these candidates

— seating plans for each practical session, referring to each candidate by candidate number

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Specific information for this practical exam

During the exam, the supervisor (not the invigilator) must do all the experiments and record the
results on a spare copy of the question paper, clearly labelled ‘supervisor’s results’.
